Day 4:  The Loire Valley with Chambord. We’ll 
leave Paris for the charming city of Blois, explore 
the castle of Chambord with its 365 fi replaces, 444 
rooms: a renaissance marvel designed by Leonardo 
de Vinci for Francis 1st, 500 years ago. Free time in 
Blois to explore this medieval town and its castle of 
yesteryears.

Day 5:  Brittany and St-Malo. Leave the Loire 
Valley today and head for the Atlantic Coast to  St-

Then afternoon and 
early evening will be spent on the D-Day beaches 
with the American Cemetery at Omaha Beach, and 
Pointe du Hoc.

We’ll walk in the footsteps 
of Louis XIVth and his court, and see the opulent 
grounds that stirred up the French Revolution. Return 
to Paris in the evening.  

Day 8:   Orsay, Sacre-Coeur & Montmartre. Start 
with the Orsay Museum visit, walk through Monet’s 
gardens and village, the Impressionist paintings at 
the Orsay will become more meaningful. Afternoon 
in Montmartre at Painters’ Square and Sacre-Coeur, 
and evening at the Eiffel Tower.
